In the table of duties in his Small Catechism, under
the section “What the Hearers Owe Their Pastors,” Dr.
Martin quotes St. Paul in his first letter to the Christian
congregation at Thessalonica: “!? We ask you, brothers,
to respect those who labor among you and are over you
in the Lord and admonish you, *3and to esteem them
very highly in love because of their work.
